Before The Game

• Teams 
– Make sure age group and level matches with what you are 

assigned 

• Playing lineup 
– Only players eligible to play, don’t necessarily have to be 

present 

• Coaches info 
– PRINTED name, coaching #, certification level, certification date 
– May also be in the playing lineup section if a sticker is used 

• Officials verification 
– PRINT your name and USA Hockey number, do not sign



After The Game

• Coaches verification 
– ONE coach from each team must sign 

• Scoring 
– Be sure final score is correct, indicated, and 

circled 
• X out unused space 
– Playing lineup 
– Penalties 
– Scoring



After The Game (cont)

• Officials verification 
– SIGN next to printed name and USA Hockey number 
– If needed, take scoresheet to dressing room to verify or record info for a 

game report before signing 
– Indicate any notable circumstances (suspension, forfeit, spectator 

ejection) in any free space on the scoresheet 

• Penalties 
– Double minors count as two penalties 
– 2+10 and 5+GM count as two penalties 
– Goalkeeper penalties not charged to substitute player 
– Additional player on 2+10 or 5+GM not charged with timed penalty 
– 15 penalties or more = GM to coach at end of game 
– 5 penalties = GM to player (player already ejected) 
– 2 majors = GM to player (player already ejected)
